Under 12’s and Under 13’s tournaments
These were organised by the respective coaches and allow the boys to play two games in a day with opposition being invited from other clubs. They are designed to be competitive and fun giving them some profile within the club. Both events were successful in terms of entertainment and raising the profile of the Club. 

Seniors Cricket
I thought it important to let everyone know that both the First Team and 4th Team were promoted. I am particularly pleased for the fourth team where we had a number of Juniors representing the Club during the season. In total we have had nine Under 14 players who have played adult cricket this season which is very encouraging for the Club going forward.
This is a trend that the club wants to continue and each year we will look to provide boys with opportunities to play for the adult teams when it is felt that they are ready.

Winter Training.
We will once again be running winter training at Parmiters School from January to April next year. Details will be emailed in the next few weeks as to the format of the sessions. I would like to confirm that due to the high numbers that attended last years winter training we have added an extra hour to our booking which now covers four hours on a Sunday evening.
This will help reduce the number of children in each session and should make them more effective. The middle session last year was a little tricky with around 25 children taking part and was this extra hour will help keep the numbers per session more manageable.

Coaching Qualifications.
This is an extremely important area in which we are looking to expand by increasing the number of coaches and parent helpers who have ECB qualifications. I am looking for parents and current players who wish to become qualified. I will email out to the course details once I have them. In the meantime, I would ask that people who would like to be involved let me know.







Junior Funds
This season we have set up our own Junior Fund and I have included a summary below. Most of our fundraising is from the sale of food – bacon sandwiches, hot dogs etc on Sunday mornings and the Junior events we have held. Equipment
